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The month of June included 2,196 service calls.  The most frequent calls for service are building 
checks (549), motor vehicle stops (492), ambulance calls (85) and alarms (95). 
 
During June, officers investigated and reported on several incidents.  Some of the incidents that 
were investigated are called index crimes. 
 
Index crimes include murder, rape, robbery, aggravated assault, burglary, larceny and motor 
vehicle theft.  Arson also is included, but is not considered an index crime.
